1.0      MINUTES:

           The minutes of the 18 June 2012 meeting were agreed and signed.

2.0      MATTERS ARISING

2143
Illegal dumping on Federal Mogul site – Clearly the matter is still far from settled and SCC is still pursuing the matter. Nothing further to report at this stage. Mr Davidsen agreed to continue to monitor developments at the site. 
2209
The drainage ditch behind Hazelwood, which has an effect onto Milford Road
- Mr Murphy had met Mr Ian Fowler the SCC Highways Officer to review this. Additional matters are of flooding in Redhouse Lane and outside the Chinese Restaurant. Mr Fowler advised that the problems would be dealt with in due course when the jetting machine to clear the blocked drains was available. The Parish Council had cleared the area of ditch at the back of Hazlewood leading onto Burford Lodge. It was now necessary for WBC to clear their part of the ditch. Mr Murphy would ask Cllr Else to contact WBC to see if this matter could be attended to. 
2354
BW 69 & 504 - Both of these bridleways (which cross Elstead Common 


southwards towards the moat) have been impeded for several years due to 
flooding. It has now been confirmed that the remedial works required to 
BW69 have now been progressed by SCC Rights of Way. With regard to 
BW504 works have now started, but with little effect at this time and

additional works are still required. However, the extra works will need to be

passed again by Natural England. Mr Murphy spoke to the MOD and they 
confirmed they will be undertaking drainage improvements when the weather 
improved. Matters still outstanding.
2388
Mr Davidsen requested the CV’s outstanding by the next meeting for the 
website. 


2391
Affordable rural housing needs survey - The Parish Council agreed the survey should be undertaken via a mail drop. The clerk reported that he was meeting Rural Housing Trust on the 25 July 2012 to conclude matters.
2406
Burford Lodge Recreation Ground Sharks Football Club - Various works have now been instructed to improve the ground. Additional items were raised and will be reviewed in due course. A specific item was a request for a grant towards replacement football posts and this would be an agenda item for the next meeting. 

2408    Parking issues around the village green and other areas - yellow lines were discussed at the various junctions around the village green and close to the school. It was agreed that Mr Murphy and Mrs Thomas would undertake a review of the various areas of concern around the village and report back at the next meeting.
2409
Location of dog notices - The notice at Burford Lodge recreation ground has been relocated as agreed. It was suggested that an additional sign should be put up at the Thursley Rd Rec. The Clerk would let the handyman have some of the signs for erection in due course.
2422
DZ car park update - Mr Murphy reported that nothing was happening yet apart from the fact that a restricted height gate had been erected at Pitch Place. The matter was ongoing.

2432
It was raised previously that the war memorial needed repairs and maintenance. A quotation was awaited for the paving repairs. 
2433
The Clerk attended the Waverley Western Villages meeting; this was to 
review maintenance issues related to highways. A review was undertaken of 
‘cosmetic’ (ie non-safety) works to roads, footpaths and overhanging trees and 
what would be done. It was noted that verge cutting was now managed by 
WBC. It was also reported to Cllr Harmer that Thursley Road was very 
uneven and bumpy and this would need to be reviewed in September by the 
engineering team at SCC. 
2436
WBC old cemetery needs tidying up. WBC is to take the necessary action. 
Outstanding.

4.0
ELSTEAD ROAD RECREATIONAL TRUST
2437
Mr Murphy reported that he had applied to SCC Cllr Harmer for a grant for 
the Trust’s borehole installation at the Thursley Road Recreation Ground.  
This application would need to be supported by the Parish Council, but as the 
Trust would be seeking other funding bodies to support the scheme the 
Council agreed it would probably be best to await the outcome of these 
approaches before confirming the application to Cllr Harmer. Mr Murphy 
declared an interest in the item and whilst he did present it he took  no part in 
the debate or agreement. 

5.0
CO-OPTION PROCESS FOR CASUAL VACANCY

2438
The Clerk reported that the necessary adverts had been put up or included on 
the website. The programme was ongoing and would be considered at the 
appropriate meeting when applications would be reviewed based on the 
criteria as laid down.

6.0
CHURCH COMMISSIONERS APPLICATION FOR MINERAL 
RIGHTS TO LAND REGISTRY
2439
The Parish Council received an application for mineral extraction by the 
Church Commissioners on the Woolfords Lane Cemetery site, which was 
subsequently withdrawn. The Land Registry have requested further 
information on the ownership of the land and this would be reviewed with 
them. 

7.0
WBC MEETING WITH PLANNING DEPARTMENT RELATED TO 
LOCALISM ACT

2440
Mr Murphy met with Tracy Stanbridge and a separate briefing note is attached

to these minutes in annexe A. One of the issues raised was that of 
Neighbourhood Plans. The Council noted that these are costly to undertake 
and agreed that there would be little benefit to the Parish in proceeding down 
this route.

8.0
VILLAGE HALL REQUEST FOR A GRANT
2441
Mrs Thomas attended the recent village hall meeting and explained that they 
were seeking grants for the provision of new cinema equipment as it currently 
being hired. The overall cost would be in the order of £10,000. After a 
general debate it was proposed by Mrs Thomas and seconded by Mr Holroyd 
that a grant be given of £1,000 towards the scheme, all members agreed.

However, it was pointed out that this grant was specific to this project and not

for general use by the village hall.
9.0
DRAINAGE REPAIRS BURFORD LODGE RECREATION GROUND
2442
The Clerk reported that the blocked drain to the two pavilions had been 
cleared and repaired. A contribution of 50% was agreed with the Tennis Club. 
10.0
CODE OF CONDUCT UPDATE
2443   The Clerk reported that a new Code of Conduct was required due to the 
Localism Act 2011. The Act requires a Parish Council to adopt a new Code 
of Conduct to take effect from or after 1 July 2012. Pecuniary and other 
interests will need to be recorded in a public register and published on the 
Council’s website and also copied to the Monitoring Officer at WBC. A 
revised arrangement of a complaints procedure has been set out to deal with 
allegations of a failure to comply with the code. Those members at the

meeting agreed to adopt the new code of conduct.

16.0     MATTERS RAISED BY PARISHIONERS 

2450
The matter of broadband was raised and what the current situation was. Mr 
Davidsen and Cllr Harmer advised that two providers are being considered by 
SCC to provide superfast broadband services in rural areas. It was noted that a 
small number of homes (1300-2000 across Surrey) 
might still not be able to 
receive super fast broadband. It was hopeful that the
scheme could start in the 
New Year. Mr Davidsen was working with Shackleford and other related 
areas on the matter.

Mr Murphy suggested that members of the public would be able to speak on a 
related item on the agenda. The Clerk advised that this was not as set down as 
being good practice and it was for elected members to consider the issues.

17.0     MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS (FOR NOTING)

2452
Concerns have been expressed that Planning Infrastructure Contribution funds 
received from the Guardian 
Court development were not being released by 
WBC to Surrey County Council. This money was needed to support primary 
education in the village, specifically the building of 2 new classrooms at  St 
James’s School.
