1.0      MINUTES:

           The minutes of the 18 November 2013 meeting were agreed and signed.

2.0      MATTERS ARISING

2554
Thursley NNR Advisory Group Meeting – The Parish Council has written to Mr Giles to press for more effective fire breaks in line with fire service advice. Mr Giles has responded that he would review the situation and advise again in due course. No further information has been provided. Still outstanding.
2614
SCC Highways Service Localism Initiative – The proposal has now been agreed with SCC and Thursley Parish Council will co-ordinate the proposed works in due course. Mr Murphy agreed to talk to Mrs Felton, Thursley PC Clerk, to review the works requested and the time frame for this to be undertaken. 
2633
The overhanging branches on Milford Road adjacent to Elstead Lodge have 
been cut back. However, the branches are high up and against power cables, so

will need cutting back. SCC has been approached and asked to take the

necessary action. Outstanding
2639
Local Committee (Waverley) – Mr Murphy attended the recent meeting and 
advised that the Springfield parking issue was raised and the committee agreed 
to recommend the funding of a feasibility study of the proposed layby. A 
further report will be issued when this is complete. Other parking issues are to 
be considered in due course. This would be reviewed at the forthcoming 
meeting.

2643
Highway maintenance areas - It had been previously noted that the following 
areas needed attention (in order of priority):
 

· Red House Lane is still an issue. To be completed
· Fulbrook Road at the junction of Farnham Road still needs clearing

Cllr Harmer advised that the items raised would be reviewed and consideration given to those areas. Ongoing by SCC

Football floodlights at Burford Lodge need realigning, which has been pointed 
out to the Football management who have agreed to review it. Outstanding.
2658
BT Infrastructure Service Box for Broadband – The matter of the location of 
the BT box whilst raised, the Parish Council has no power to change it. 
However, it would still try and get action taken. Cllr Harmer explained that the 
location of the
box is limited by needing electricity. Outstanding.
2670
It was reported that the Elstead Double Bridges were still not repaired and 
should be reviewed by SCC. Outstanding
2674
Maintenance Review – SCC, Mr Murphy and Mr Jones met Mr Fowler and  
undertook a village inspection. Various issues were raised which will be 
attended to. The overhanging tree at the old bus shelter at Springfield still 
needed attention. Mr Fowler agreed to try and undertake the works.

Waverley Joint Action Group (Jag) Springfield - Mr Murphy attended the 
meeting with regard to the parking problems and other associated issues within 
Springfield. The Police are aware of the parking problems and the apparent 
abandoned vehicles. It was noted that WBC are taking action on anti social

behaviour issues. A further meeting had been called for 18 December 2013
2695
Dog Notices - Following a request from a parishioner that the current dog notices should be reviewed and changed, Mr Murphy agreed to seek alternative designs and costs. It was agreed to proceed with the new design for dog signs and the costs were acceptable.
2704
AGM Age Concern: Mr Jones had in the event been unable to attend the meeting on 25 November 2013.
2705
The Croft Play Area - The transfer document has been signed by the Parish 
Council and has been returned to our solicitors.
2706
Land Off Westhill & Hill Crest The planning consultant representing the developer has said that he would prefer an exhibition rather than a public meeting. The Council agreed that this would not be appropriate as it might imply that the Council was promoting the scheme. The Clerk was instructed therefore to seek a date for a public meeting in the New Year with the consultant. In the meantime, the Parish Council would seek advice as to whether Bonfire Hill could also be classed as common land as it has been used by the local community for a number or years. Information is now awaited from the Council’s solicitors on the matter. It was also suggested that the Parish Council should in the longer term undertake a neighbourhood plan. The Council had reviewed this previously and had agreed at the time not take this forward. The Clerk would send members details of what is required to undertake a plan so that the issue could be reviewed again in the near future. No further information at this time is available. See also minute 5.0 below


2708
Federal Mogul Site The Future - Mr Murphy had previously written to WBC 
planning department on this issue to record the Parish Council’s view that the 
bulk of the site should remain in industrial/commercial use but that part of the 
site could be allocated for housing development (see also minute 5.0 below)
2709
Hankley Conservation Meeting -  

Mr Murphy advised that a meeting was held between Lt Col.Bishop, Jeremy 
Hunt MP, Dr Andrew Murrison, Minister for Internal Security and Strategy,  
and Cllr J Else WBC to review the public access issues associated with 
Hankley Common. It 
was noted that a further meeting would be set up in the 
New Year with appropriate stakeholders/access groups, chaired by Cllr Else, 
with the purpose of finding a workable compromise.

2711
Electricity Supply In Elstead - Mr Murphy had written  to SSE regarding the 
continuing power cuts in the village in order to seek their attendance at a 
future Parish Council meeting to discuss the problems which continued to 
arise. 
2715
Post Office Relocation – Mr Murphy has written to the Post Office in general support that the Post Office is needed in the Village. However, concerns were raised  in terms of accessibility issues for wheelchair users, opening times and parking problems around The Green as its congested enough already. A response is awaited.

Mr Holroyd declared an interest in this item and did not comment.

2719
Cllr Harmer advised that he had some of his allocation left and asked whether 
the Parish Council had any requests for joint funding. The Parish Council 
agreed to ask for a contribution to a replacement seat around the oak tree on 
the Village Green. This needs to be replaced as the oak’sgrowth has broken 
the seat and also the concrete plinth, which will need to be removed. The 
Clerk will seek tenders for the replacement seat and associated works
2720
Following the request to seek who had taken up the Superfast Broad and also what speeds are being obtained, Mr Davidsen had sent a report to Cllr Harmer. 

2721
Mrs Thomas advised previously that she had a meeting with Mr Moxon to 
discuss the establishment of a dedicated cycle route linking Elstead with 
Milford and Witley. Mrs Thomas would continue these discussions, bringing  
back details as necessary to the Parish Council in due course.

The minutes of the planning committee were noted.

5.0 TOWN & PARISH MEETING

2726    Mr Murphy attended the meeting and gave a synopsis. The main item under consideration was the development of a new replacement  local plan for Waverley, which urgently needs to be prepared following the rejection by the Inspector of the earlier Core Strategy. The programme for this was to have a final draft by November 2014 and to be adopted by November 2015. 

The key issue was the allocation of sites for housing. The likelihood is that 
WBC will have to find 470 sites annually, as compared with around half this 
number under the previous draft. As a result, all parishes in Waverley have 
been asked by WBC to identify suitable sites.


The Council considered its response to this request. After a lengthy discussion, 
it agreed that the Chairman should draft a response reflecting the main points 
of the discussion, ie that Elstead had already experienced substantial housing 
development in recent years, that the village infrastructure was under major 
pressure, that the land at Bonfire Hill was not suitable for development but 
that limited housing development at the Federal Mogul site would be 
acceptable provided part of it were retained for industrial/commercial use. The 
chairman’s draft would be circulated for comment and once agreed would be 
sent by the Clerk to WBC Planning Department.
6.0
PARKING IN ELSTEAD REVIEW OF SCC OUTCOME

2727
Various options would be on the SCC agenda, but a proposal for yellow lines at certain road junctions would be their main option. 

Concerns were raised on how this would be policed and it was suggested that it would be enforced from the Guildford team. This will be reviewed after the Local Committee meeting to be held on 13 December 2013.
