1.0      MINUTES:

           The minutes of the 21 January 2013 meeting were agreed and signed.

2.0      MATTERS ARISING

2143    Illegal dumping on Federal Mogul site – There is nothing further to report at this
            stage. Mr Davidsen agreed to continue to monitor developments at the site. 
2209
The drainage ditch behind Hazelwood has been cleaned out by WBC. The drain on the Milford Rd has been jetted, but it still appears blocked. Mr Murphy has spoken to Ian Fowler about this and the problem seems to be that the drain is fractured. SCC are planning to repair it.  The drain on Thursley Rd outside the Chinese restaurant also remains blocked. Mr Murphy would review and inspect it.
2432
The war memorial needs repairs and maintenance - The Clerk reported that due to current expenditure the order would not be placed until March/April 2013.
2508
Sharks’ update on goal posts at Burford Lodge Recreation Ground – Goals awaiting delivery. 


2508B
Parking around the village green and other areas – Parking reviews areas actioned once a year by the SCC highways team, usually in September. Mr Morgan has accordingly requested SCC to undertake a parking review around the Woolpack, village green and school. Cllr Else raised the issue of the parking of delivery lorries that service the Spar. No further updates to report at this stage.

2522
Pavement to fish and chip shop - Cllr Else, WBC, has now taken up the issue of providing drop kerbs to the pavement outside the shop. After a general debate previously, it was agreed that Cllr Else should be asked to contact the respective shop/property owners to seek their agreement to the construction of drop kerbs. If they failed to consent, the Council agreed that it should support an application to the County Council to close the adjacent pull-in area to vehicles. The matter was raised again and Cllr Else has spoken to owner of the shop adjacent to the Fish and Chip shop. The owner was not happy with this proposal. Whilst this was not an agenda item for a fuller debate, it was proposed by Mr Jones and seconded by Mrs Thomas that the layby/parking area should be blocked off. This went to vote and the proposal lost. Further options should be reviewed and debated further when more information is available from Cllr Else via SCC. The original minute should stand. 

Mr Holroyd declared an interest in the item.
2532
Footpath/Cycleway Westhill/Springfield – Mrs Thomas gave a general update of the  options 
of providing a cycle way or upgrade the 
path up over Westhill. It was noted that a lot of work in maintenance terms would be necessary to make the pathway acceptable. Mr Murphy agreed to talk to SCC about making good the footpath. A further 
review would be undertaken later in the year to consider the options. Mrs Thomas would also talk to Mrs Tann on the options and also the re-siting of the existing bike park.

SCC Rights Of Way Training - An opportunity to attend a rights of way training day 
on the 26 February 2013 was being provided by SCC. Miss Jacobs agreed to attend.

2545
A question was raised asking if the Parish Council had any updates from Surrey
Wildlife Trust on the Commons. It was reported that it had not received any updates at this time.

2547
Mrs Bird asked when the new boulders would be in place for the Burford Lodge Recreation Ground. These would be sought and ordered by the end of the
financial year. Mrs Thomas and Mrs Bird would review and suggest details.
4.0
MOD MEETING HELD ON 4 FEBRUARY 2013
2548
A meeting was held between the MOD, Cllr Else, Cllr Morgan, Cllr Thomas and 
other members of the MOD officers. A general review of the meeting was given 
together with a set of minutes as Appendix A. Clearly there are many issues that need 
to be considered and resolved and a solution agreed between the various parties. Mr 
Morgan suggested that a working group be set up to review “public access to Hankley 
Common”. The Parish Council agreed this; it was a condition that any issues raised 
should be reported back to the Parish Council. It was also agreed that Mrs Thomas 
should be Chairman, other members would be Mr Morgan and Miss J Jacobs. It was 
also agreed that they could co-opt additional persons as necessary and that Thursley 
Parish Council should be asked to join the group.
5.0       PROVISION OF BUS SHELTER

2549
The Parish Council discussed the provision of a new bus shelter on Milford Road. Mrs Bird has undertaken a further review and has suggested a number of locations for consideration (details are to be issued to all Members). SCC would need to be consulted as land owners and as the  Highways Authority. It was agreed that the matter would be reviewed again after members had had the opportunity to inspect the proposed sites. Mrs Thomas raised the issue as to whether there was significant  support for a bus shelter.
6.0       BURFORD LODGE RECREATION GROUND NOTICE
2550
Further to the recent request for a postcode for the recreation ground which serves the tennis club, football pitches and allotments etc, concerns have been expressed in the   event of emergency services needing to find the grounds. The Clerk reported that WBC have agreed a post code of GU8 6HF. It was also agreed that a new signpost to the Burford Lodge Recreation Ground should be placed at the road entrance (the Clerk to arrange).
7.0       THURSLEY ROAD & BURFORD LODGE TREE WORKS

It was noted that various trees needed cutting or tidying up. It was agreed to seek 
advice on the matter and get the works undertaken.


8.0       GROUNDS MAINTENANCE CONTRACT

It was agreed to accept the rates for the grounds maintenance contract again from 
Grasstex Ltd whose rates have remained the same as two years ago.
9.0       PLAYGROUND INSPECTION REPORT CHECKLISTS

Mrs Thomas and Mrs Bird have provided a checklist for monthly inspections for the
Jubilee and Burford Lodge playgrounds. The schedules were agreed. The Jubilee Playground inspections would be undertaken by either Mrs Thomas or Mrs Bird and Burford Lodge by Mr Holroyd and Mr Jones.

10.0 THURSLEY NNR ADVISORY GROUP MEETING

2554
Mr Murphy gave a brief synopsis of the meeting ranging from the management of the 
nature reserve and the SSSI area, improvements to the rights of ways and review of 
flooding across various areas of the site. Natural England are also reviewing the 
grazing options. NE announced that the pylon line crossing the reserve was going to 
be put underground. Mrs Jacobs asked if NE were satisfied with the width of the 
firebreaks. Mr Murphy agreed to take up this point with NE.

It was agreed that the following issue should be covered in the annual report: play area redevelopment, broadband update, access to Hankley Common, grazing on the Commons use of the Burford lodge recreation ground and support for the Village Hall.
