Policy
Woolfords Lane Cemetery is owned and managed by Elstead Parish Council.

Woolfords Lane Cemetery is for residents or individuals closely connected to Elstead, Surrey.  Anyone wishing for a relative to be buried at Woolfords Lane Cemetery should apply in writing to The Clerk.  The Clerk will liaise with the Councillor with responsibility for the cemetery and will grant permission accordingly.  

Non-residents of Elstead who are granted permission will be charged double the fee.

Permission from The Clerk is required for the installation of any headstones, surrounds etc.  Headstones must be in keeping with the locality and no spot should over dominate.  

On choosing Woolfords Lane Cemetery relatives commit to being responsible for the on-going maintenance of their relative’s burial plot including the renewal of stones, kerbing and resolving issues arising from subsidence.  

Relatives are requested to ensure that planting is low key and is kept within the borders of the grave.  Bushes/Shrubs/balloons are not permitted and memorabilia should be discreet and low key. 

There is limited availability for the siting of memorial benches.  A request should be made in writing to the clerk for consideration by the councillor with responsibility for the cemetery.  

Stones should be similar sized to neighbouring plots and not over dominate.

Please ensure Woolfords Lane Cemetery is kept tidy - all waste must be disposed of correctly and where possible recycled.
